	Do you normally run the reconciliation reports?

Who is responsible for doing this in your country? (note it could be a number of people)

	All responsible for data entry, data reconciliation mainly on the vessel tracks and positions for every entry/completion of a trip report. This is to pick up positions of vessel due to past experiences of vessel reporting positions on land. Checks on the quality of reports produced and the warning/notification letter requesting submission of outstanding data normally checked by Supervisor before signed by the Manager or the MD on critical cases.   

	
	

	Is the information from the reconciliation reports brought to the attention of the industry, and if so who in-country is responsible for doing this.

	All data submission notifications/ reminders are sent to companies for compliance. Reports are also sometimes taken to the companies by officers doing data collection/retrieval exercises or sent by emails, this is a more effective way of collecting data and data is collected straight away. Notices/reminders sent by mail take time to be responded to. 

All license review resolutions are also sent to companies, this is used as a final warning informing companies of non-compliance and any non-reporting of data normally result in non-issuance of licences/export permits  

	Do you impose penalties for any mis-reporting/under reporting?
	All license review resolutions are also sent to companies, this is used as a final warning informing companies of non-compliance.  

	At what stage are any data penalties applied?\

Do you have support from your superiors to apply penalties for data submission?
	Any non-reporting of data normally result in non-issuance of licences/export permits through liaison with the other NFA Internal Business.
Administratively using the venues described yes, but not all cases succeed in a timely manner, there is normally delays with this work but we always keep trying.
