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1. The workshop highlighted the need to improve the TUFMAN REPORTS as a key recommendation to SPC. The workshop recommended that SPC undertake the following work as a matter of priority over the coming year:

a. SPC continue to enhance and install TUFCES in member countries;
b. SPC continue to enhance WCPFC Reports with the inclusion of reports for relevant CMM reporting obligations;
c. SPC continue to enhance the Custom Reports to address national requirements;
d. SPC develop a system for managing the process for dealing with requests for new TUFMAN reports (perhaps the RIMF Change Management system)

2. The workshop highlighted the need to improve access to the TUBs (Observer) data. The workshop recommended that SPC undertake the following work over the coming year until the full TUBs system can be made accessible to member countries:
a. SPC will publish regular summaries of observer catch data (to the trip level) to allow countries to reconcile observer data with other data;
b. SPC will arrange for a system to allow the entry of high-level observer catch data in member countries offices which will leave the entry of the complete, detailed observer data entry to SPC.

3. The workshop recommended that SPC and FFA develop a system for importing US Multilateral Treaty and FSM Arrangement logsheet and licensing data into TUFMAN over the coming year.

4. The workshop noted recent improvements with the input of TRANSHIPPMENT data into TUFMAN, but there are still concerns around the data meeting the regional standards as set out in the SPC /FFA regional standard forms, the FFA HMTCs and WCPFC transshipment measure.  
a. The workshop recommended that SPC/FFA member countries investigate how to resolve the gaps in the collection and processing of TRANSHIPPMENT data in their countries, including, as a matter or priority, review of existing legislation to ensure the obligation to report transshipped catch is consistent with the regional, sub-regional and national requirements with assistance from FFA and SPC.  
b. The workshop recommended that FFA and SPC investigate how to place more emphasis and clarity on transshipment data requirements in the regional (WCPFC), sub-regional (FFA) and national legislative frameworks which will improve the provision and quality of this data.  
c. The workshop recommended that SPC and FFA provide input into the review of the WCPFC transshipment measure (2009-6), particularly, the need to include the numbers of fish transshipped for any longline  transshipments. 

5. The workshop welcomed the formation of a working group at WCPFC to develop a Catch Documentation Scheme (CDS), an excellent opportunity to clarify the obligation to provide data at the point of transshipment, to reconcile data and to improve the traceability of fish.  The workshop recommended that SPC and FFA ensure that the scoping, planning and design phases of the CDS must consider using existing reporting frameworks and linking existing data sets and databases, as opposed to developing a completely new reporting regime.

6. The workshop highlighted the benefits of a regional standard for E-Reporting, identifying other examples (e.g. the SPC/FFA Data Collection Committee for developing regional standard data collection forms) where regional standards have been very successful. The workshop recommended that SPC and FFA pursue the need to implement regional standardization of E-Reporting at relevant meetings during the coming year.

7. The workshop acknowledged that the regional agencies have Data Dissemination and Confidentiality procedures and policies, but that this is largely lacking at the national level. The workshop recommended that FFA and SPC work with their member countries to establish National Data Dissemination and Confidentiality Documents over the coming year on a request basis.

8. The workshop recommended that SPC enhance the documentation of the auditing processes for TUFMAN and TUBs data conducted by SPC to enable countries to undertake self-audits.  This documentation would include, but not restricted to, (i) Instructions for using the audit tools developed by SPC, (ii) Step-by-step procedures for Auditing, including any manual auditing, (iii) checklists for regular data management activities for ensuring better data. SPC will inform member countries when respective audit tools and documentation are available.
