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Logsheet Development
Purse Seine Logsheets
DCC11 recommended archiving the Purse seine logsheet paper form, most Members with purse seine fleets currently capture this data via FIMS, E-reporting is able to include more fields than those on the paper form. DCC11 suggested that SPC work with PNAO to review the data already collected by FIMS, and to ensure that all regional requirements were catered for and presenting these data fields into a standardized format appropriate for ER application.

The reviewing/updating to PS logsheet data fields requires engagement and agreement from PNAO for broader adoption by their members.
Issues
· The PS logsheet form recorded time and position of a set or position at UTC0100 (~midday in the Pacific) if no set was made during that day. In 2017 a purse sine logsheet for interactions was introduced for cetacean and whale shark interactions that attempted to teas out the duration of the set and periods of searching though this was not adopted by any flag states.
· Highlights the problems in the PS logsheet reporting – it is not effectively reporting EFFORT (at least).  
· Need to develop a new logsheet protocol, need to consider changing the protocol to reflect periods of fishing effort from non-fishing effort (how the observer does on PS-2 form) the activity and activity start time is completed for each change of activity aligning to observer activity codes. This will mean a higher frequency of reporting but will resolve the recording problems with the old form.
· Data fields to be defined through a table of fields with their definitions and protocols like the WCPFC ER data fields rather than the ‘form’.
· No longer reference the old PS logsheet (way out of date and causing problems), fishing effort, SSI reporting etc.
· The new FAD logsheet data.  PNAO has requested this be taken to SC18.  Perhaps out of scope of DCC.
· Is the DCC consistent and able to support PNA plans for developing logsheet reporting. 

LL logsheet 
· Add date/time and position fields for End of setting, start of hauling, end of hauling. Supported by SC. This is something that could be trialed using OnBoard. 
· Whole weight versus processed weights (JP) reported but not identified.
Suggestions
· Given the importance of the purse seine fishery and the established iFIMS elog DCC could recommend suggesting that PNAO take the lead on the review with SPC/FFA providing assistance.
· The review approach should consider taking the relevant tables from the WCPFC ER Purse seine logbook minimum data field standards as the basis of the review.  This may also limit changes and may only be in how the activity time and codes need to be enforced and also considering having more activity codes (i.e. aligned to the observer activity code).
· The LL logbook to also be further developed OnBoard or other E-logsheet to include recording end of Set and start and end of haul.
· Include logsheet Fate codes consistent with Observer Fate codes for weight of fish reported.
